WATER BAPTISM

Water baptism is a direct commandment our Lord and
is for believers only. The ordinance is the symbol of the
Christian's identification with Christ in His death, burial,
and resurrection (Matt 28:19: Rom 6:4; Col 2:12; Acts
8:36-38)

BAPTISM IN THE HOLY GHOST

This experience for all believers and is evidenced by
speaking in tongues and other of the nine gifts of the
Holy Spirit listed in 1 Cor 12. This experience impowers
the believer with boldness and gift for service. ( Matt
3:11; Jn 14:16-17; Acts 1:8; Acts 2:38-39; Acts 19:1-7; Acts
2:4)

DIVINE HEALING

Healing is provided for in the atonement of Christ and
is for all Christians. Healing is administered through the
prayer of faith, by the laying on of hands, and by other
gifts of the Spirit. (Mark 16:18; Jas 5:14-16; 1 Pet 2:24; Matt
8:17; Isa 53:4-5)

SANCTIFICATION

The Bible teaches that without holiness no man can
see the Lord. Sanctification is the ongoing process by
which we become more like Christ. This process
continues until we see Him face to face. (Heb 12:14; 1
Thess 5: 23; 2 Pet 3:18; 2 Cor 3:18; Phil 3:12-14; 1 Cor 1:30 )

THE RETURN OF CHRIST

We believe the Lord Jesus' return is imminent. (Act 1:11; 1
Thess 4:16-17) After the tribulation, He shall return to
earth as King of King's and Lord of Lord's, and together
with His saints who shall be kings and priests. He shall
reign a thousand years (Rev 20:6)

HELL

The one who physically dies in his sins without
accepting Christ is hopelessly and eternally lost in the
Lake of Fire and, therefore, has no opportunity of
repentance. The Lake of fire is literal. (Luke 16:19-31; Heb
9:27; Rev 19:20)

MARRIAGE SEXUALITY GENDER & THE FAMILY

We believe that God set His image, pattern and design
for sexuality, gender, marriage and family in the
beginning of creation and in the New Testament:(See:
Gen 2:24-25, Mat 19:3-9, Eph 5:28-3], Rev. 19:7, Gen 5:2)
This pattern of the union between one man and one
woman brings the completion of God’'s image. We
consider other sexual expressions as sin (missing the
mark) and are a broken image of God’s design. These
behaviors should be rejected and God's pattern
sought. It is our desire to love and embrace all people
while still holding to and conforming to God's design in
truth and behavior. We recognize this may be a difficult
process for some who are deeply wounded. Love and
patience for those with differing views and experiences
should be shown, while holding firm to God's standards
of truth and behavior.
